Focus group with beneficiaries of services
The focus groups were aimed at identifying the impact of the Strategy among the beneficiaries (parents/ caregivers receiving services - day centres, multifunctional centres, counselling, school after school, services for disabled children) and parents of children formerly in the special protection system in all the development regions of Romania. Four focus groups were set up, but many beneficiaries were reluctant to attend and opted for the interviews. 5-6 persons participated in each focus group. 
Four focus groups were also organised with teenage beneficiaries of services - day centres, multifunctional centres, counselling, school after school - from vulnerable families and families with no difficulties or special needs. The discussion covered their experiences with the quality of the services, needs for extra support, and opinions on the transition to adulthood. Six teenagers participated in each focus group.
The participants were selected with the support or SPASs, ONGs and UNICEF. The selection criteria included: balanced territorial representation (urban-rural, all development regions), gender representativeness, availability to participate, and diversity of services and areas - social, education, health.
Focus groups with the personnel of public services
11 focus groups were organised. The participants were employees of DGASPC, SPAS, County Centre for Educational Resources and Assistance (CJRAE), county school inspectorates, county police inspectorates, county public health departments, local personnel of the National Agency against Trafficking in Persons (ANITP), community nurses, family doctors, school principals from all the regions of the country. The participants were selected with support of ANDPDCA, MEC, MS and MAI. The selection criteria included: balanced territorial representation (urban-rural, all development regions), gender representativeness, availability to participate, and diversity of domains.
In-depth interviews with partner organisations 
24 interviews were held with representatives of partner organisations from the civil society. The organisations were selected of a shortlist compiled based on the familiarity with the Strategy (organisations were selected that participated in consultations on the definition and implementation of the Strategy), addressability of NGOs (both large, national organisations and smaller ones that operate at local/ community level were selected) and type of services provided (organisations with various scopes of activity - social, education, health, and juvenile justice). The list was discussed with ANDPDCA.
In-depth interviews with local government entities 
26 interviews were held (in all regions of Romania and in Bucharest) with county-level stakeholders (DGASPC, County Centre for Educational Resources and Assistance, ISJ, DSP, SPASs) and local stakeholders (rural social worker, teacher, family doctor, representative of the integrated community-based services, community nurse/ health mediator, member of a consultative community structure). The interviews gave the county and local stakeholders the opportunity to present their views on the relevance, efficiency and impact of the Strategy measures and outcomes. The selection criteria included balanced territorial representation (urban-rural, all development regions), gender representativeness, availability to participate, and diversity of domains.
In-depth interviews with central government entities
20 in-depth interviews were held to discuss the impact and recommendations on how to improve the next strategy with representatives of national agencies (ANDPDCA. Ministry of Labour, MS, MEC, the Ombudsman, Probation Service of the Ministry of Justice, Ministry of Internal Affairs, Anti-drug National Agency, National Agency Against Human Trafficking, National Administration of Penitentiaries0 and with representatives of international organisations (UNICEF, WHO, World Bank). The purpose was to discuss the relationship between the Strategy and the national policies, programmes and intersectoral strategies, with a view to identifying lessons learned and improve the process of developing the next Strategy.
Interviews with children involved in participative processes
Three group interviews were held with teenagers involved in participative processes in groups supported by UNICEF in Romania, World Vision and Save the Children. Six teenagers participated in each group interview - a total of 18 children aged 12 to 18, of whom 11 girls and 7 boys, including2 disabled children (one girl and one boy). Six interviews were held with young teenagers (4 boys and 2 girls aged 17 to 18) involved in participative processes and beneficiaries of educational services, members of the National Council of Students. The participants were selected with the help of UNICEF in Romania, World Vision and Save the Children. The selection criteria included: balanced territorial representation (urban-rural, all development regions), gender representativeness, and availability to participate.
