Annex 14 - Examples of programmes, projects and campaigns that contributed to increasing the effectiveness of the Strategy
Training projects implemented by the Ministry of Labour for the SPASs’ personnel:
· The Project “Development and implementation of integrated community-based services to fight poverty and social exclusion”, MySMIS code 122607, includes a training component for 336 members of these services.
· The Project “Development of the social assistance system o fight poverty and social exclusion”, MySmis code 126924, addressed to 350 SPASs and aiming to provide training to 39,000 of their employees. 
· The project POCU/460/4/6/126924 “Development of the social assistance system o fight poverty and social exclusion”, implemented between April 2019 and March 2022. The target group is comprised of “the specialised personnel from the entities with responsibilities in social assistance/ suppliers of social services as provided for by law” who will attend training/ refresher programmes. The trainees will be selected from public and private entities active in the field of social assistance, including subordinated social services.
· The project “Strengthening the capacity of the Ministry of Labour to provide methodological coordination to SPASs to discharge their duties and responsibilities in the field of social services and increase the quality of the services provided to citizens” (2019 - 2022) where the SPASs of the 139 settlements with integrated community-based services receive methodological support.

· The call for proposals CP 2/2017 – “Increasing the capacity of NGOs and social partners to define alternative public policies”. In this call, NGOs had the opportunity to submit project proposals to define alternative projects, including in the field of social services for children. ANDPDCA signed a cooperation agreement with and supported the projects proposed by the ASSOC Social Work Professional Association NGO (alternative public policies for effective social services) and Fundația World Vision România (public policy project to operationalise the consultative community structures).
· ANDPDCA Project: “Developing the plan for the deinstitutionalisation of children and ensure their transition to community care”, SIPOCA 2/MySMIS code 119193, with a total budget exceeding 13,000,000 lei.
· ANDPDCA Project: “PROGRESS in ensuring the transition from residential to community care”, SIPOCA 577/MySMIS code 127380, with a total budget exceeding 8,000,000 lei.
POR 2014- 2020
· Calls for proposals: POR/2017/8/8.1/8.3/C, POR/2019/8/8.1/8.3/C, POR/2020/8/8.1/8.3/C to rehabilitate/ refurbish/ extend/ equip the social services infrastructure, excluding the residential premises (day centres, respite centres, counselling centres, habilitation/ rehabilitation centres or services/ soup kitchens, etc.) and to build/ rehabilitate/ refurbish/ equip family-style houses, flats, sheltered accommodation premises, etc.
· Call for proposals no. POR/8/8.1/B/1/7 for “Integrated community centres”.

· ANDPDCA Project: TEAM-UP: Progress in the quality of alternative care for children, SMIS code 127 169, with a total budget exceeding 2,600,000,000 lei.
· The calls for proposals POCU/476/4./18/ “Community social and socio-professional services for children and youth - Less developed regions” and POCU/478/4/18/ “Community social and socio-professional services for children and youth - More developed region” (2019) - 27 projects were approved for financing, with a total budget exceeding 145,000,000 lei.
· The calls “First room” - Innovative tools for the social and occupational integration of youths leaving the special protection system - AP 4 (investment priority 9.iv/, specific objectives 4.12 and 4.13). On call will finance projects in the less developed regions and another in the developed Region Bucharest-Ilfov (2019/2020) - 19 projects were approved for financing, with a total budget exceeding 81,000,000 lei.

[bookmark: _Hlk73379481]Education projects that contributed to the progress in the implementation of the Strategy:  
· The Project “Inclusive and qualitative early education (ETIC)” started in August 2019. It aims at developing the national operational framework for ante-preschool education, with a view to facilitating access to educating of children under the age of three from creches and/or kindergartens.
· The Project “Developing and implementing integrated community-based services to fight poverty and social exclusion”, implemented by the Ministry of Labour with MEC and MS, aimed at increasing social inclusion and fighting poverty by developing and piloting integrated community-based services in 139 rural and small urban communities with above-average and severe marginalisation.
· “ROSE: Romania Secondary Education Project”, financed by the World Bank, aiming, inter alia, to identify solutions to academic and social issues that lead to poor performance of students in upper secondary and first three years of tertiary education.
· The Project “Relevant curriculum, open education for all - CRED”, with important contributions in the implementation of the curriculum reform in the Romanian education system, and the adoption of measures contributing to ensuring access to quality education for all children.
Programmes focused on disadvantaged groups initiated or continued by the MEC during the Strategy implementation period: 
· The “Second chance” Programme[footnoteRef:1] intended to encourage youths aged 16 to 24 to continue their education.  [1:  Order no. 4093/19 June 2017 amending and supplementing the Order no. 5.248/2011 of the Minister for Education, Research, Youth and Sport on the implementation of the “Second chance” Programme.] 

· The “School after school” Programme[footnoteRef:2] providing formal and informal learning opportunities to consolidate competences, remedial learning and accelerate learning. [2:  Order no. 4802/31.08.2017 amending and supplementing the Methodology for organising the “School after school” Programme, approved by Order no. 5349/2011 of the Minister for Education, Research, Youth and Sport.] 

· The National Governmental Programme “School supplies”, whereby school supplies are granted to children in the public system at the beginning of every school year.  
· The Programme “Euro 200”, providing financial support to pupils and students to buy computers.
· The National Social Protection Programme “Money for high school”, to support children with medical conditions to continue to high school education.
· The Programme to reimburse students commuting costs up to 50 km.
· The Pilot-Programme “Warm meal” providing food support to preschool children and students, recently expanded to 150 schools. 
The main national campaigns implemented in this period were:
· Campaign to raise parents’ awareness of the importance of the time spent with the children, including support for the legislative initiative to declare the 1st of June a bank holiday (2016, ANDPDCA, Itsy Bitsy).
· The Campaign “Home alone” (Save the Children, 2017).
· CNAS Campaign “Romania gives standing ovation to social work” - national campaign to promote an appreciate the social worker profession.
· The Campaign for children's participation, concluded with the Bucharest EU Children's Declaration (UNICEF, ANDPDCA) – see Annex 11.d
· The Campaign “We grow up stronger when we grow up together” (ANDPDCA and UNICEF, 2020).
Local campaigns were organised to prevent bullying, discourage begging, vaccination, TB, health education, oral hygiene, promote sport and healthy lifestyle, etc.
Campaigns against violence in schools organised by UNICEF, Save the Children or Child’s Helpline in partnership with MEC:
· “We grow up stronger when we grow up together” - addressed to the families of disabled children (0 - 6 years old), parents and professionals working with children, including disabled.  Organised by UNICEF in Romania in partnership with ANDPDCA and MEC and promoted on th website UNICEF in Romania, Facebook and YouTube,
· “You are a hero in the school courtyard when you stop verbal violence!” - campaign organised by UNICEF in Romania and MEC to improve national and local information and awareness about the forms and consequences of verbal violence in school.
· “Let's go to School!” - campaign organised by UNICEF in Romania in partnership with MEC, ONGs and companies in support of children from poor and high emigration areas (ZEP).
· “Inclusive, quality and free public education - from right to fact”, as part of the Global Education Campaign of Save the Children.
· Campaign to prevent violence against children. Organised by Save the Children, the campaign plans the delivery of a series of 8 parental education conferences for 3,000 parents.
· “Be friendly, not malicious!” - campaign organised by the Child’s Helpline Association in partnership with Cartoon Network to raise awareness of the harmful effects of school bullying.
· The Campaign “Change their story!”, organised by the OvidiuRo Association in the American Independent Film Festival (AIFF), 2020, is meant to underscore the importance of ensuring access to quality early education for all children and finance the provision of books to preschool children.
· The Campaign “Give a book, get a share” 2017-2020, organised by Asociația OvidiuRo and aimed at promoting the importance of ensuring disadvantaged children’s access to books.
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
